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DESCRIPTION

Glazed white ceramic bowl created by Marie Madeleine Jolly circa 1960.

The piece features a gently flared shape resting on a small circular foot. The exterior is covered in a matte celadon
glaze with soft tonal variations, while the interior reveals flowing light lines, almost calligraphic, moving freely across
the surface. The traces of wheel-throwing remain subtly visible beneath the glaze, emphasizing the handcrafted
character of the object.
