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Brian Willsher (1930-2010), a self-taught British sculptor, emerged in the 1960s as a distinctive figure of organic
modernism. His work, bridging sculpture and design, is defined by formal precision and material sensuality. Some of
his pieces are part of the Victoriaand Albert Museum's collection in London.
