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DESCRIPTION

A mixed-clay vase with a wiped glaze, created by Béatrice Cenci.

The free and irregular forms evoke a volcanic landscape, structured by multiple openings. The nuanced glazes,
blending deep greens with interiors in shades of plum, highlight the texture of the material and the sculptural
dimension of the pieces.
