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DESCRIPTION

Blown glass vase by Claude Morin, produced in his Dieulefit studio and dated July 30th, 1979.

The piece features a rounded body with thick walls, in opaque brown glass with subtle blue swirls. The interplay of
these two tones creates a discreet depth that enhances the simplicity of the form. This balance between color and
volume is typical of Morin's work in the 1970s.
